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1. BIA's claim that its proposals for airport expansion will result in a sustainable development is
misleading and unfounded.  The predicted growth in aviation by the industry is not sustainable because of
the reaction of global climate change.  The science has spoken and the political wheels are in motion to
constrain growth ensuring that aviation makes its fair share in the global effort to manage climate change.

2. The Sustainability Appraisal recognised negative impacts.  BIA has identified examples of
measures and recommendations with no guarantee that they will either overcome the negative impacts or be
implemented.  There is a serious risk that the proposed wish list of measures will be insufficient and
unworkable in upholding a truly sustainable development.

3. BIA's operations are detrimental to the environment by adding to green house gas emissions.
BIA would increase pollution of the atmosphere were its operations to expand.  This would contribute
directly to the consequences of global climate change and indirectly to the detrimental impact that global
climate change will have on future generations and on the survival of species, locally and globally.
