SBAE Response to the Master Plan Chapter 2

Noise and Night Flights Issues

1. It is not clear that the noise disturbance effect due to the increased rate of aircraft movements has
been addressed by BIA.  There is an outstanding risk that the increased numbers of aircraft approaching and
landing at BIA will add significantly to the disturbance of aircraft noise.

Air Pollution Issues

2. With increased movements, air pollution will inevitably increase in the vicinity of the airport and
to the atmosphere beyond.  There is a risk that weather and atmospheric conditions could occasionally
increase air pollution in the vicinity of the airport to a level that would jeopardise the health of sufferers of
respiratory illness and increase the onset of such conditions in other vulnerable people.

Climate Change Issues

3. The scientific evidence that greenhouse gases produced by human activity causes climate change is
now irrefutable.  The aviation industry, including BIA, must share in the responsibility to reduce global
greenhouse gas emissions.  Regional targets on greenhouse gas reduction must be met and the regional
strategy must ensure that the balance between aviation and other emitters is equitable and sustainable.

Summary of Key Points
