More recentresearctand
reportingto Governmentbouttheimpactof aviationandits consequencdsr globalclimatechange
suggesthatGovernmentvill needto reviseits policy andrecommendationor aviationexpansiorin the
UK andBIA.

2. In view of this concernit is suggestedhatthe MasterPlanmustbe shelvedpendingrevisionof
the Government'sawviationpolicy.

3. The MasterPlanrecognisesheimpactthatairportexpansiorwill haveon roadtraffic onthe
routesprovidingaccesdo BIA. The MasterPlanidentifiestheregionalstrategicransporiplans. The

plans will need to be implemented to accommodate the increase in traffic generated by BIA. No further
airport expansion must be permitted without Government or local authority approval and concurrent
development of transport and roads affected by the airport traffic.

5. Thereis arisk thatBIA will beunableor neglectto honourits claimedcommittmento meetor
exceed all the requirements of environmental legislation. Accidental or incidental damage to the natural
environmentausedy airportexpansiorpresent@nunacceptablesk thatmustbeavoided. Wildlife
habitatswithin thevicinity of the airportexpansiorwould inevitably suffer disturbanceandthis mustbe
prevented.

6. The MasterPlanshouldincludea detailedSafetyManagemenPlan,includingarisk assessment,
thatcoverseveryaspecof airportoperations.The SafetyManagemenPlanmustbe approveddy the Civil
Aviation Authority.
