1. Thereis a strongfeeling of uneaseboutBIA's aimsto reduceor minimisethe impactof airport
growth on the surroundingcommunities. Airport growthwill be drivenby BIA's commercialobjectives.
Theneedwf the busineswill outweighBIA's concerndor the surroundingcommunities. Thereis arisk
thatairportexpansionwill causeharmto surroundingcommunitieghroughfurtherlossof peace,
tranquility andquality of life, regardles®f the regulatoryor legislativemeasureshatmaybeimposedon
BIA.

2. A majorproblemfor BIA is accessandthelack of amasstransitsystem. A rail link to the

airportis not feasible. Roadis the only feasibleway to the airport. A viable solutionto airportparking

has not been established. The proposed expansion of parking space includes the unacceptable use Green
Belt land. Owing to theintractableproblemof managingheroadtraffic densitythatwould be causedy

the proposedairportexpansionthe MasterPlanin its currentform mustberejected.

3. Peak aircraft movement rates of 30 per hour are indicated, i.e. one take-off and landing every 2
minutes. Operatingat or nearthis frequencyincreasesherisk of accidents.BIA mustensurehata
thoroughsafetycaseis presentedo CAA aspartof the MasterPlan. Delaysin landingsor take-offswould
causea build upin air traffic in the controlareaandattheairport. Thereis arisk thatsuchanincreasen
intensityin operationsaandqueuingwill increasenoisedisturbancendair pollution levels. Aircraft
movementratesmustbe cappedo ensureairportsparecapacityandto limit noiseandpollution.

4, BIA's casefor anon-sitehotelis weak. For example the energyconsumptiorandcarbon
emissionsassociatedvith the building andoperationof the hotelwill exceedby far the claim of off-setting
the effectsof roadtransport. The hotelis not necessargndits adverseenvironmentalmpactstrongly
suggestshatthe proposalmustberejected.

5. Theflight pathsinto andfrom BIA andlinking to the nationalairwaysshowthatvery large
swatheof Bristol lie beneatttheseroutes. The skiesaboveBristol aresetto becomemuchbusierwith
theBIA expansiomlan. Aircraft occasionallyfly lowerthanthe designatediltitudesandthereis arisk
thattheincidenceof noiseinfringmentswill increasesignificantly.
