1. Future BIA expansion will require a very large expenditure on roads and an extensive road
building programme.

2. BIA suffers from the geography of its location and limited routes of access. An airport of the size
proposed must be served by a mass transit system, such as light rail. A light rail link to the main line is
not feasible or affordable, however. There is a risk that the proposed expansion in coach and bus services
will not attract sufficient passengers away from car travel. BIA will therefore continue to depend largely on
passenger access by car.

3. BIA's solution depends on the implementation of a distant strategy to develop roads in the region.
There are serious concerns over the cost, value for money and environmental impact of the road
development programme. There is a risk that the catalogue of complex road traffic measures identified by
BIA will not be realised. As airport expansion proceeeds there is a risk that traffic density and congestion
within the region will continue to rise to unacceptable levels.

4. BIA's proposals for traffic management are controversial, difficult and expensive to realise. The
feasibility of the surface access proposals has not been established. This failure is sufficient ground for the
Master Plan, in its current form, to be rejected. No further airport expansion must be permitted until the
existing crises in road traffic management in the region have been addressed.
