Your chance to say No to an airport the size of Luton

The Stop Bristol Airport Expansion campaign has organised a public meeting in the Chew Valley
on Thursday 27 September, at 7.30pm in Compton Martin Village Hall, for local residents to find
out more about the potential implications of Bristol airport’s expansion plans on their communities.

The meeting is open to everyone and will be an opportunity for the public to voice their concerns
and find out what action they can take.

Bristol airport’s plans to expand to a throughput of 9 million passengers by 2015, or possibly
sooner given current levels of growth, means that it will reach a size similar to that of Luton now.
The airport is expected to submit a planning application this autumn.

Speakers will include Hilary Burn from the Parish Councils Airport Association. Issues that will be
discussed will include increasingly frequent aircraft noise, traffic congestion and increased light
pollution.
